The College of Liberal Arts and Sciences will provide start-up funds of $3,000/year for three years (FY10, FY11, and FY12) to support your research.  All purchases need to be in accordance with university policies and guidelines and some items purchased with these funds remain university property.  Our commitment to research support is subject to availability of funds and, while it represents our best intentions, may be revised in the event of budgetary constraints.  

Currently, our normal teaching assignment for faculty in the department active in research is four courses year. Upon successful completion of the mid-probationary review, you will be released from teaching during the following semester. 

To assist in your relocation to the Chicago area, the College will provide up to $5,000 for actual and allowable moving expenses incurred.  Please note that original receipts are required by the University in order to reimburse you for moving expenses.  The University has negotiated a discounted rate with a national moving company and an option of direct billing to the College is available with the vendor.
