Select your “Concentration” :  choose a specialty area 

This on-line application requires a nonrefundable $60 application fee.  Payment may be made by credit card when you submit your online application.  We require a valid e-mail address in the application.  
____2. Official Transcripts.  Sealed transcripts are required from every college or university that the applicants has attended.  Send all of your transcripts together in one large envelope to:

____3. GEP Supplemental Application.  Within ten days of the submission of the UIC Graduate Application you will receive an email from conapply@uic.edu with a personalized link to your supplemental application.  Here you will submit your essay questions, the email addresses of your three recommenders, and fill out the pre-requisite course evaluations.  
____4. Current Resume.  You will be able to cut and paste the text of your resume into the Nursing Supplemental Application. Do not mail your resume.

____5.  Electronic Recommendations.  After the submission of your supplemental application, your recommenders will receive an email from conapply@uic.edu with a link to complete an electronic letter of recommendation.  Hard copies will not be accepted.   Recommendations should come from those who can speak to your professional and scholastic abilities. It is recommended to have letters of recommendation from those with a masters degree.  You can check the status of your recommendation letters by clicking on the link to your supplemental application.
____6. Official Test Scores.  The GRE score is requires and there is no waiver of the GRE.  Official test scores (GRE, TOEFL) must be sent directly to the UIC Graduate Admissions Office from the Educational Testing Service (UIC Institution Code: 1851, Department Code: 0610). Scores older than five years from the application deadline will not be accepted and the GRE exam must be retaken.
