Microsoft Excel Scoring Instructions for

Ferrans and Powers Quality of Life Index –

Cardiac IV, Pulmonary III, Cancer III, Dialysis III, and Generic III Versions
Open Microsoft Excel on your computer

Open a file:

“QLI – Cardiac Version IV”  

if scoring a cardiac patient or:

“QLI – Pulmonary Version III”      
if scoring a pulmonary patient

“QLI – Cancer Version III”

if scoring a cancer patient

“QLI – Dialysis Version III”

if scoring a dialysis patient




“QLI – Generic Version III”

if scoring a non-specified patient

Notice that there are four main color-coded columns (two colored, two gray), separated by bold lines.  Within these columns are smaller columns where data is entered and calculations are performed.  These columns also can be used for any series of data collection from the same patient.  For rehab patients, the first “Pre-Rehab” column is for pre-phase II data and the 2nd “Post-Rehab” column is for phase II discharge data.  The last two gray columns (“Follow-up 1” and “Follow-up 2”) are used for subsequent follow-ups.  

Enter the patient’s name in cell C4

Enter an identifier (hospital ID #, SS #, medical record number, etc.) in cell K4

Enter pertinent dates in cells B6, G6, L6 and Q6

Enter patient responses to the QLI in the appropriate places, two columns of 35 items for the Cardiac IV version, two columns of 36 items for the Pulmonary III version, and two columns of 33 items for the Generic III version.  Percent change scores and a graph reflecting subscale scores are printed on the second print-out page.

If a patient leaves any of the responses blank, enter a zero for that response.  Entering a zero does not affect the patient’s score using this program – it has no effect on the score.  However, if you leave it blank, a score will not be calculated.
