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Message from the Director 

t is my pleasure to present this report of activities from the University of Illinois at Chicago (UIC) Center 

for Pharmacoeconomic Research (CPR) for the calendar year 2007.  For a historical listing of the activities 

of the Center please refer to our 5-year report (2002-2006), available in hard copy or electronically at the 

CPR website http://www.uic.edu/pharmacy/centers/pharmacoeconomic_research/. 

In 2007 the UIC Center for Pharmacoeconomic Research continued to be successful in achieving the primary 

mission of conducting groundbreaking research, disseminating new knowledge through publications and 

presentation, and training new researchers in pharmacoeconomics. 

New research grants and contracts are listed beginning on page 6 of this report.  In total the funding attributable 

to CPR faculty in 2007 was just under $1 million.   

As the coordinating center for the AHRQ-funded Chicago-Area DEcIDE (Developing Evidence to Inform 

Decisions about Effectiveness) Center, the faculty of the CPR devoted significant time to research projects 

funded (or proposed) under that mechanism.  DEcIDE-related work included continuing projects, such as the 

Medication Therapy Management (MTM) study (PI Touchette) and the study of Research Priorities in Off-

Label Prescribing (PI Walton), and new projects, such as the study of Comparative Effectiveness of 

Anticholinergics in COPD (PI Pickard/Lee).  The success of the DEcIDE Center helped the UIC College of 

Pharmacy to compete successfully for a CERT (Centers for Research and Education on Therapeutics), also 

funded by AHRQ (PI Lambert), making UIC the only college/school of pharmacy within the US with both a 

DEcIDE and CERT Center.  Several CPR faculty are involved in the UIC CERT (Schumock, Touchette, and 

Walton).  These and other grants are detailed in the pages that follow. 

Publications from the CPR in 2007 are listed beginning on page 8 of this report.  The CPR faculty continued to 

publish and present their research at an impressive rate.  In 2007 the total faculty publications in professional 

journals totaled 28, and the number of presentations of papers/research at conferences totaled 25.  In addition to 

these speaking engagements faculty were invited to deliver 11 presentations at national meetings.   

Each year many students and fellows receive training from the CPR faculty, and 2007 was no exception.  In fact 

2007 was probably the busiest year yet in terms of the number of CPR fellows, with a total of five in various 

stages of their programs.  These included Shiraz Gupta, Caitlyn Wilke, Robert Wittenberg, Vikrant Vats, and 

Alexandra Perez.  Faculty in the CPR also received several fellowship training grants (from TAP, Novo 

Nordisk, and Walgreens) in 2007.  The CPR faculty were involved in the training of numerous MS and PhD 

students, PharmD students, and several visiting scholars.  As always our goal as a center is to contribute to the 

training and education of the next generation of pharmaceutical outcomes researchers. 

An important milestone for the CPR was the approval by the Illinois Board of Higher Education of ñpermanent 

statusò for the CPR.  Like all centers on campus, the CPR was originally approved (in 2002) on a temporary 

basis.  Permanent status establishes the CPR as an enduring member of the community of research centers and 

institutes on the UIC campus and within the University of Illinois system. 

No report can adequately convey all of the many achievements, major or minor, of the faculty, staff, and 

students in the CPR in 2007.  Accordingly, this report only scratches the surface.  Nevertheless, I hope you 

agree that the Center continues to be productive and successful.  If you would like additional information about 

the Center please do not hesitate to contact me or one of the other faculty.

His main interest in the methods used to measure 

and evaluate outcomes.  Since 2005, Dr. Pickard has been elected to the Executive Committee of the EuroQol 

group.  He is the 2008-2009 International Society for Pharmacoeconomics and Outcomes Research (ISPOR)

He is particularly interested in evaluating innovative methods of 

administering health care to patients to improve clinical outcomes and quality of life in an 
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efficient manner. This includes, but is not limited to, evaluation of clinical pharmacist and physician practices, 

technology to extend or improve clinical activities, and pharmaceutical agents for efficiency and alternative 

uses. Scientific methods employed in his research include retrospective database analysis, cost-effectiveness 

analysis, pharmacoepidemiologic methods, and ultimately, prospective clinical trials where possible and 

applicable.  Dr. Touchette has been with the Center since August 2005.

CPR Members Contribute to New Chicago Regional Chapter of International 

Society of Pharmacoeconomics and Outcomes Research 
In 2007 faculty and fellows of the CPR were instrumental in establishing the first US chapter of the 

International Society of Pharmacoeconomics and Outcomes Research (ISPOR).  ISPOR is an 

international, educational and scientific organization that fosters excellence in the core disciplines of 

pharmacoeconomics (health economics) and outcomes research and the use of this research 

information in health care decisions.  It has regional chapters in Europe, Asia, and South America, but 

until 2007 did not have any chapters within the US.  Together with several pharmaceutical industry-

based colleagues the CPR helped establish the Chicago chapter, the primary purpose of which is to 

create educational and networking opportunities for those involved in outcomes research in the 

Chicago-area.  Dr. Schumock was elected the inaugural Vice President of the Chapter and fellow, 

Vikrant Vats, served as chair of the communication committee in 2007.  Dr. Pickard has been elected

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Dr. Pickard leads AHRQ Study of Comparative Effectiveness of Anticholinergic 

Medications in Patients with Chronic Obstructive Pulmonary Disease (COPD) 
COPD is primarily a disease of the elderly that is associated with tremendous economic burden to 

society as well a leading source of morbidity and mortality.  As a chronic disease, patient 

management focuses on controlling symptoms of COPD using medications.  Anticholinergic 

medications, which include ipratropium and the more recently introduced tiotropium, are mainstays 

of symptom management strategies in patients with COPD.  However, there is limited evidence to 

support their effectiveness in terms of impact on health outcomes outside the context of clinical trials.  

In 2007 Dr.s Pickard, Lee, Schumock, and others were funded by AHRQ under the 

DEcIDE program to evaluate the effectiveness of anticholinergic medications, 

including both ipratropium and tiotropium, compared to other COPD medications.  

The study compares two cohorts identified using national VA databases of patients, 

one prior to the introduction of tiotropium, the other after tiotropium became an 

unrestricted agent in the VA system.  Effectiveness of ipratropium was evaluated 

using the data prior to the introduction of tiotropium.  Results of the study are being 

submitted to a major journal.  

 

 

 

 

Stubbings and Schumock Publish Book on Business Planning 

In 2007 JoAnn Stubbings and Glen Schumock authored the book, 

How to Develop a Business Plan for Pharmacy Services, published 

by the American College of Clinical Pharmacy (ACCP).  The book is 

designed to assist pharmacy clinicians, managers, and leaders who 

need to understand and apply business planning concepts.  Business 

planning is a highly desired skill, yet often is not emphasized in 

pharmacy program curriculums. It is a skill that Stubbings and 

Schumock believe is vital to the success of pharmacy clinicians and 

managers.  Their book includes sample business plans written by 

UIC pharmacy students as well as by pharmacists from around the 

country.  The book also includes a companion CD-ROM with 

financial spreadsheet models and key questions to answer in 

developing a business plan presented in a workbook format.  The 

Business Plan is currently used to teach pharmacy students at several 

colleges/schools of pharmacy, including UIC, University of North 

Carolina, University of Colorado, and Midwestern University.
