9.  Facilities and Other Resources 

The University of Illinois at Chicago

The University of Illinois at Chicago (UIC) is the largest university in the Chicago area. A land-grant institution chartered in 1867, UIC is a member in good standing of the Association of American Universities and is fully accredited by the Commission on Institutions of Higher Education of the North Central Association of Colleges and Schools. UIC is known nationally and internationally for its research, with a current research volume of approximately $307 million. UIC ranks among the top 50 out of more than 650 national universities in federal research funding for the second year in a row. UIC has 25,000 students, 12,000 faculty and staff, and 15 colleges. Located just west of downtown Chicago, the UIC campus is comprised of more than 100 buildings on approximately 240 acres. Based in the Illinois Medical District, one of the world’s largest concentrations of advanced public and private healthcare facilities, UIC operates the state’s major public medical center. UIC’s hallmark is its Great Cities Commitment through which UIC faculty, staff and students engage in hundreds of programs with community, corporate, government and civic partners to improve the quality of life in Chicago and other metropolitan areas around the world. UIC’s diverse student body is considered to be one of its greatest strengths. There is no ethnic majority among the university’s approximately 65 percent undergraduate and 35 percent graduate and professional students.

The School of Public Health

The University of Illinois at Chicago School of Public Health (SPH) was established in 1970 and is one of thirty-eight such schools located throughout the United States. Accredited by the Council on Education for Public Health, UIC SPH is the only fully accredited school of public health in the state of Illinois. UIC SPH has as its mission the enhancement of quality of life through improving the public’s health and serves as a critical link in the education of the nation’s public health work force.  The UIC SPH is particularly recognized for its strong programs in prevention research (including violence prevention and drug prevention outreach programs), health promotion, maternal and child health, gerontology, environmental and occupational safety and health, infectious diseases, cancer, asthma, biostatistical methods (including random effects modeling, longitudinal data analysis and linear models), public health informatics, public health policy, and public health practice and leadership.

The school offers educational programs leading to the following degrees: Master of Public Health (MPH); Master of Science (MS); Master of Healthcare Administration (MHA); Doctor of Philosophy (PhD); and Doctor of Public Health (DrPH). The MPH, MS, MHA and PhD degrees are pursued through the School of Public Health division in which the student specializes. The DrPH degree is achieved through a schoolwide program encompassing study across the curricula of all the school’s divisions. The school additionally offers Centers for Disease Control and Prevention-funded postdoctoral training in interdisciplinary public health research that targets urban health issues.

Divisions of the School of Public Health

The School of Public Health is organized into four academic divisions and a number of specialized research, service and training centers and programs. 

Community Health Sciences Division (CHS) 
The Community Health Sciences Division focuses on public health practice aspects of community health as they relate to the interaction of individuals, families and community structures. The behavioral sciences form the theoretical basis for community applications to enhance health and well-being. Specific content areas within CHS include behavioral sciences and health promotion, gerontology, and maternal and child health. CHS offers the Master of Public Health (MPH), Master of Science (MS) and Doctor of Philosophy (PhD) degrees.

Housed in the Community Health Sciences Division are the following programs, centers and institutes:

Center for Public Health Practice

The Center for Public Health Practice promotes improvement in public health practice. The following programs provide opportunities to advance professional skills for persons working in public health.

- The Illinois Institute for Maternal and Child Health Leadership is a year-long fellowship/certificate program created to teach leadership skills and the assessment, assurance and policy development core functions of public health to persons with leadership potential.

-  The Illinois Maternal and Child Health Data Use Academy certificate program focuses on how to use data effectively in maternal and child health. It addresses MCH epidemiology as applied to both program and policy development and provides skills-building for the translation of data into action in communities. The academy is based on the curriculum developed by CityMatCH at the University of Nebraska. Academy members are teams representing communities, and they come to the academy with a project intended to advance maternal and child health in their region.

- The Illinois Public Health Preparedness Center works to enhance the readiness of the public health work force in responding to routine and urgent public health threats, including bioterrorism events. The center provides for public work force development through a battery of more than 60 competency-based, completely online courses that are continuously available and offered in a unique self-directed, instructor-led format. The center collaborates with the health departments in the states of Illinois and Indiana and the city of Chicago to develop a comprehensive learning management system for public health workers. It also uses this expertise to assist health departments and preparedness centers in other states to accomplish the same goal.

- The Mid-America Public Health Training Center uses a collaborative, integrated approach to training the public health work force through competency-based public health training programs. The center was established by a Health Resources and Services Administration grant to the University of Illinois at Chicago School of Public Health and the Indiana University Department of Public Health. 

- The Mid-America Regional Public Health Leadership Institute is an academically based, year-long leadership development experience for public health practitioners and community partners. The institute was developed to assist practitioners holding leadership positions at all levels of the public health system to develop greater effectiveness in helping their agencies carry out the core functions of assessment, policy development and assurance.

- The Public Health Practitioner Certification Board offers competency-based certification to public health administrators and emergency response coordinators. Its members are appointed by the Illinois Public Health Association, the Illinois Association of Public Health Administrators and the Illinois Association of Boards of Health. 

   
The Maternal and Child Health Program

The goal of the Maternal and Child Health Program (MCHP) is to provide graduate leadership education for individuals pursuing careers in maternal and child health.  It is a comprehensive, competency-based program focusing on the health needs of women, children and families and on the services designed to meet these needs. The MCHP is one of twelve such programs funded at schools of public health in the United States through the federal Maternal and Child Health Bureau.

The Maternal and Child Health Epidemiology Program

This program is a collaborative effort of the Maternal and Child Health Program/Community Health Sciences Division and the Epidemiology and Biostatistics Division. The focus of the program is on the application of epidemiologic and other analytic methods to the resolution of current MCH problems.

The Naomi Morris Collaborative for Community Health Assessment and Evaluation

The collaborative was created to be an accessible resource through which community-based organizations and state and local health and human service agencies can obtain expertise, develop skills and increase their capacity to design, implement and evaluate programs that will enhance the health and well-being of the populations they serve. 

The Preventive Medicine Residency Program

The School of Public Health collaborates with John Stroger Hospital (formerly Cook County Hospital) in offering an accredited program leading to board eligibility in general preventive medicine. The program emphasizes clinical skills, program development and research for physicians who have completed a residency in internal medicine.

Environmental and Occupational Health Sciences Division (EOHS)

The Environmental and Occupational Health Sciences Division provides students with the requisite scientific and public health background to help protect the environment and improve the health of workers and the general public. EOHS offers the MPH, MS and PhD degrees.

The following programs, centers and institutes are housed in EOHS:

The Air Pollution Training Institute is one of a network of university centers and institutes throughout the nation funded by the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency to provide training experiences for air pollution control professionals. The purpose of the institute is to assist state and local air pollution control agencies in the acquisition of the professional-level skills needed to effectively conduct air pollution abatement programs.

The Certificate Program in Environmental Health Informatics

Environmental health informatics is an interdisciplinary field which deals with the storage, retrieval, organization, analysis and optimal use of environmental health information, data and scientific knowledge for problem solving and decision making. The School of Public Health offers an environmental health informatics (EHI) certificate emphasizing training in the major fields of database management and design, data mining, geographic information systems and risk management.

The Certificate Program in Emergency Management and Continuity Planning 

The online certificate program provides core competencies in the analysis of public health and corporate risk and vulnerabilities due to natural or man-made disasters, the formulation of strategic and operational plans to respond to disasters, and organizational and resource assessment of corporate and public sector response plans.

The Industrial Hygiene Program

The division has a nationally recognized, accredited program in industrial hygiene. The industrial hygiene concentration, leading to the MS or the comprehensive MPH degree, is accredited by the Applied Science Accreditation Commission of the Accreditation Board for Engineering and Technology, Inc.

Occupational Medicine Residency Programs

The School of Public Health awards the MPH degree to physicians completing one of two occupational medicine residency programs. The School of Public offers a two-year, fully accredited program leading to board eligibility in occupational medicine. The John Stroger Hospital (formerly Cook County Hospital) Department of Medicine offers a four-year program which combines occupational medicine and internal medicine and leads to board eligibility in both occupational and internal medicine.
Post-doctoral Fellowship in Occupational Health Services Research

The School of Public Health offers a program for physicians interested in training in occupational health services research. There are three options for this training. Physicians may: 1) complete an MS with a mentored project in the area of health services research during their occupational medicine residency training; 2) do a one-year fellowship if they have completed an MPH degree and have board certification in any specialty; or 3) do a two-year fellowship if they are board certified in any specialty but have not completed an MPH degree.
Epidemiology and Biostatistics Division (EPID/BSTT)

Epidemiology assesses the distribution and determinants of disease and other health-related events in populations. Biostatistics focuses on the development and application of statistical methods to problems in biology, medicine, public health and other life sciences. Epidemiology offers the MPH, MS and PhD degrees. Biostatistics offers an MPH in quantitative methods and the MS and PhD degrees. Because of the very close relationship between the fields of epidemiology and biostatistics, these two disciplines are housed within the same division. The division includes the following programs, centers and institutes:

The Chicago Project for Violence Prevention/CeaseFire

The Chicago Project for Violence Prevention was formed in 1995 as a strategic public health initiative to support accelerated community-based and citywide violence prevention. The Chicago Project partners with community-based organizations that take the lead in developing comprehensive strategic plans to reduce violence. An advisory board and steering committee comprised of criminal justice, health, religious and civic leaders provide support to develop strategies and leverage city and county resources for the project and its partners. The project has reduced gun-related deaths an average of 44 percent in the high-risk neighborhoods where the program has been implemented.

The Community Asthma Prevention Program

The Community Asthma Prevention Program responds to a high rate of asthma hospitalization and mortality in low-income and African-American Chicago neighborhoods. A community-based peer educator program aims at decreasing risk factors for asthma. The goals of the project are to increase understanding of the dynamic process by which asthma develops in children, identify modifiable risk factors and demonstrate the effectiveness of intervention strategies that target the needs of underserved populations.
The Community Outreach Intervention Projects

Established in 1986 as an HIV/AIDS prevention project targeting injection drug users, the Community Outreach Intervention Projects (COIP) currently serve over fifty neighborhoods across Chicago and its suburbs with an array of public health interventions and research studies.  Among the services offered at COIP’s sites are: street outreach; prevention education, counseling and testing addressing HIV, hepatitis, syphilis and other infectious diseases common among impoverished and substance-abusing populations; case management; syringe exchange; drug abuse counseling; and free medical care for persons living with HIV.

The Maternal and Child Health Epidemiology Program

This program is a collaborative effort of the Maternal and Child Health Program/Community Health Sciences Division and the Epidemiology and Biostatistics Division.  The focus of the program is on the application of epidemiologic and other analytic methods to the resolution of current MCH problems.

The National Black Leadership Initiative on Cancer 

Cancer control programs are capable of reducing morbidity and mortality rates, especially among racial and ethnic minorities. The National Black Leadership Initiative on Cancer seeks to deliver effective interventions through the development, implementation and evaluation of culturally specific educational awareness programs for African-Americans, many of which can be translated to serve other racial and ethnic minorities. 

The Preventive Medicine Residency Program

The School of Public Health collaborates with John Stroger Hospital (formerly Cook County Hospital) in offering an accredited program leading to board eligibility in general preventive medicine. The program emphasizes clinical skills, program development and research for physicians who have completed a residency in internal medicine.

The Public Health and Corrections Program

The Public Health and Corrections Program focuses attention on the healthcare needs of jail and prison inmates through teaching, research and service activities. Two courses are offered at the School of Public Health in public health and corrections, one at the master’s and one at the PhD level. Other initiatives include the establishment of a national data base on healthcare services and issues in jails and prisons throughout the country and assessment of the role played by substance abuse treatment programs in facilitating healthcare utilization by offenders.

The Quantitative Biomedical Sciences Program 

The mission of the Quantitative Biomedical Sciences Program is to provide biostatistical, epidemiological and data management support throughout the research process and particularly at the proposal-writing stage. The program facilitates development of new quantitative methodologies in biomedical sciences, including the fields of bioinformatics and decision sciences. A primary mission of program faculty is to contribute as scientific collaborators and principal investigators on extramurally funded research. Established in the Epidemiology and Biostatistics Division in 1999, the program identifies and addresses gaps in the methodological expertise on campus that is needed to conduct biomedical research. 

Health Policy and Administration Division (HPA)

The Health Policy and Administration Division studies organizational behavior, planning and evaluation, health policies, health law and advocacy, management of cost and quality of healthcare and issues of effectiveness in health services.  HPA offers the MPH, MS, MHA (Master of Healthcare Administration) and PhD degrees. The following programs are housed in the Health Policy and Administration Division:

MPH Program in Public Health Informatics

The School of Public Health offers a Master of Public Health degree specializing in public health informatics (PHI). This program is focused on study of the application of information management techniques to improve the practice of public health. All courses are delivered via the Internet. The program is a cooperative effort between the School of Public Health and the School of Biomedical and Health Information Sciences. The courses in the program provide core competencies in public health information systems and management.

The Certificate Program in Public Health Informatics

The School of Public Health offers a Certificate in Public Health Informatics to qualified professionals in a completely online format. The courses required are a subset of the courses necessary for completion of the online MPH degree in public health informatics. The certificate can be earned in 15 months; additionally, an accelerated certificate option allows for completion of requirements in 12 months.
The Master of Healthcare Administration Program

The MHA Program is designed for managers, administrators and supervisors already working in healthcare or related fields who want to advance their skills to become executives and leaders; healthcare professionals (doctors, nurses, therapists, technicians, other caregivers and researchers) who seek advancement into organizational leadership; and new graduates who want to enter the healthcare field as managers.

Fogarty UIC AIDS International Training and Research Program

Funded through the John E. Fogarty International Center, the international training arm of the National Institutes of Health, the AIDS International Training and Research Program (AITRP).  is designed to build long-term scientific capacities that help to address the AIDS epidemics in China, Chile, Indonesia and Malawi. The AITRP is a collaborative effort of the UIC School of Public Health, the UIC College of Nursing, the Great Lakes Centers for AIDS Research at Northwestern University and key institutional participants in the four participating countries.  The AITRP is designed to provide biomedical and behavioral science training in HIV/AIDS prevention at the MS, PhD and post-doctoral levels at UIC for students and practicing professionals from the four participating countries. The program also sponsors short-term “in-country” AIDS research training for U.S. minority scholars and helps to foster cooperative scientific relationships between the program’s collaborating countries, UIC and the Great Lakes Centers.  

Centers, Institutes and Programs of the School of Public Health

The Center for the Advancement of Distance Education

The Center for the Advancement of Distance Education (CADE) is a self-supporting unit within the School of Public Health. CADE partners or contracts with university, government and non-profit organizations to provide Web-based solutions to meet a variety of educational, training, research and administrative needs. These collaborations include the creation of interactive online training modules, the design and development of Web sites, simulations and games, multimedia production and Webcasting, course registration and learning management system construction, Web-based programming and database connectivity, and online data gathering and analysis.
The Diversity in Public Health Program

The goal of the Diversity in Public Health Program, which operates under the University of Illinois at Chicago’s Urban Health Program, is to enhance the admission, retention and graduation of students from multicultural backgrounds whose ethnicities are underrepresented in health professions and to encourage students to pursue public health careers at the master’s and doctoral levels. The program particularly targets African-Americans, Latinos and Native Americans who reside or intend to work in the Health Professional Shortage Areas (HPSAs) of Illinois, especially Chicago. Component programs are the Health Professional Partnership Initiative and the Health Careers Opportunity Program. 
The Great Lakes Centers for Occupational and Environmental Safety and Health

The Great Lakes Centers for Occupational and Environmental Safety and Health (GLC) are a group of multi-institutional and multi-disciplinary teaching, research and service centers.  Participating institutions include: the School of Public Health; Colleges of Nursing and Agriculture; Institute for Labor and Industrial Relations; and the John Stroger Hospital (formerly Cook County Hospital). The centers’ core is located at the School of Public Health. The centers house a World Health Organization Collaborating Centre in Occupational and Environmental Health with emphasis on Eastern Europe and the Americas. The centers’ global programs are funded by the National Institutes of Health Fogarty International Center.

The centers’ Occupational Health Service Institute allows faculty and students to provide needed expertise to workers, companies, communities and the university, contributing to UIC’s commitment to interdisciplinary, applied urban research known as the Great Cities Commitment.  The institute’s occupational medicine physicians run the university employee Health Service, operate two Association of Occupational and Environmental Medicine Clinics, and serve as medical advisors for major corporations in the region. A Health Hazard Evaluation Program, established in partnership with the Illinois Department of Public Health, addresses challenging occupational and environmental health problems in Illinois. 
Centers within GLC include:
- The Center for Children’s Environmental Health is a regional center for pediatric environmental health with support from the Agency for Toxic Substances and Disease Registry, the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency and the Association of Occupational and Environmental Medicine Clinics. This center exists to evaluate, treat and prevent environmental illnesses in children, train pediatricians and other healthcare professionals in pediatric environmental health issues, expand knowledge of children’s environmental health problems through research and promote children’s environmental health in communities.

- The Center for Excellence in Environmental Health is the Academic Environmental Public Health Center for the Midwest Region, funded by the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention National Center for Environmental Health. This project is designed to address the work force development needs of environmental health agencies and professionals in the Midwest Region. Some aspects of the project are designed to provide coordination between UIC’s School of Public Health and public and environmental health agencies. Other aspects include providing continuing education for the agencies, health hazard evaluations and a pilot grants program.
- The Occupational and Environmental Health and Safety Education and Research Center is one of sixteen centers funded by the National Institute for Occupational Safety and Health.  The ERC includes graduate programs in occupational and environmental medicine, industrial hygiene, occupational health nursing, agricultural safety and hazardous materials, and offers continuing education to professionals in occupational safety and health, hazardous materials, and agricultural safety and health, and worker training programs. The ERC also supports research training in assessment of mixed exposures and respiratory disease and funds pilot research projects to foster career development in occupational safety and health research.

- The Center for Global Environmental and Occupational Health is a NIH Fogarty Centre for International Research and Training in Environmental and Occupational Health. The center engages in training, research, consultation and capacity-building activities with partner institutes around the world.
The Institute for Health Research and Policy

The Health Research and Policy Centers were formed on the campus of the University of Illinois at Chicago in September 1997 as a campus-wide initiative for advancing the development of health promotion, health policy and health services research at UIC. Renamed the Institute for Health Research and Policy (IHRP) in 2004, the IHRP conducts and fosters the development of research on health behaviors, health promotion, disease prevention, health services/outcomes, and health policy and promotes the interaction of investigators and projects in these areas. The work of the institute incorporates basic science (including methods and theory development), health behavior research, intervention development, clinical and efficacy trials, effectiveness trials, health services research, demonstration projects, dissemination research, and research-to-practice and practice-to-policy translation.  

The IHRP is a transdisciplinary enterprise comprised of participating centers and programs that share expertise, personnel and research resources. In turn, each center or program is an interdisciplinary unit drawing on faculty expertise from throughout the campus. IHRP leadership includes social and behavioral scientists from multiple disciplines (economics, psychology, public health, sociology and statistics), with faculty from business administration, community dentistry, disability studies, education, gerontology/geriatrics, kinesiology, medicine, nursing, pharmacy, political science, psychiatry, social work and urban planning having active roles in IHRP research studies.

The IHRP offers a unique opportunity for faculty collaboration on health behavior, policy and services research by providing a critical mass of investigators who can share expertise to create an environment rich in research resources. In addition to scientific expertise, the IHRP provides access to study populations and settings through its numerous projects active in communities, schools, hospitals, clinics, churches and places of employment. IHRP researchers partner with colleagues around the world, local, state and federal government agencies, community and non-profit organizations, faith-based and educational organizations, and healthcare facilities and providers to conduct research in real-world situations.  Opportunities for achieving synergies across lines of research are maximized as knowledge developed in etiological research can be used in designing interventions, and intervention study results can be used to inform effectiveness research and later dissemination and policy studies. Faculty members throughout UIC who share research interests in these areas are encouraged to participate. IHPR centers and programs are listed below.

- The Center for Health Behavior Research focuses on research to understand the etiology, progression and change of health-compromising and health-promoting behaviors and on the development and testing of behavioral interventions, including behavioral medicine, to reduce risk or promote health.

- The Center for Research on Health and Aging focuses on understanding the health of the aging, factors affecting it and strategies to promote healthy aging.

- The Health Policy Center includes ImpacTeen, a policy research partnership to reduce youth substance abuse. The center addresses research on health policies and the development and communication of public health policy information to policymakers and the public.

- The Center for Health Services Research conducts research on the availability of, access to, utilization of and effectiveness of healthcare services to identify best practices.

- The Cancer Control and Population Sciences Program provides scientific linkages to the UIC Cancer Center. The program currently supports teams investigating four levels of interventional impact on breast cancer disparity: community, interpersonal network, individual and access to care.

In February 2004, the UIC College of Dentistry and the IHRP joined to form the Center for Prevention and Oral Public Health Sciences.

The Methodology Research Core provides statistical and methodological expertise to the component centers. The core provides expert data entry, management and statistical support across all projects in the IHRP

In 2004, the IHRP relocated to a newly completed research building containing 36,500 square feet. This space enhances faculty productivity, community involvement and interaction with the campus.  Resources within the new building include state-of-the-art conference/teaching facilities, two fully equipped focus group rooms with adjoining observation rooms, and a space for survey research. Faculty and staff also have access to the latest communications technology, high speed Internet, and secure server rooms and data storage space. Currently, over 180 faculty, staff and students are employed on or in support of approximately seventy active research projects. The IHRP provides complete grant support, including pre-award development, grant application production and post-award administration. Dedicated, full-time professionals provide support in the areas of human resources, grant and budget development and management, human subject protection compliance and information technology support. Experienced project staff are available to advise on a variety of issues in conducting community- or field-based intervention research in a wide range of settings.

The Institute for Environmental Science and Policy

The Institute for Environmental Science and Policy (IESP) at the University of Illinois at Chicago was founded to: advance multidisciplinary research and scholarship within the environmental and health sciences, engineering, economics and the social sciences among UIC’s faculty and students; prepare the next generation of environmental scientists and decision-makers; and transmit workable solutions for environmental problems to the public sector.  IESP’s goal is to advance understanding of the relationship between anthropogenic impacts and environmental health. Programs developed by IESP focus on: facilitating interdisciplinary collaboration among scholars to develop new paradigms of inquiry that address and define environmental research priorities; gathering together multidisciplinary teams of scholars and counterparts in the public and private sectors to devise workable solutions for today’s complex environmental challenges; and preparing the next generation of environmental scholars, scientists and decision-makers through cross-disciplinary education to gain an understanding of the interrelated roles that science, technology, economics and government policy play in environmental issues.

University Support and Resources

University Library

The University Library provides collections and services in support of campus instructional and research programs at the following locations: the Richard J. Daley Library, the Library of the Health Sciences and the Science Library. The total holdings of the libraries include a collection of more than 2.2 million volumes, 26,000 serials and 3.9 million other items, including microfilms, manuscripts and cartographic documents.

The Library of the Health Sciences (LHS) supports teaching, research, service and clinical programs in the Colleges of Medicine, Dentistry, Nursing, Applied Health Sciences, and  

Pharmacy, the School of Public Health, and the UIC Hospital and Clinics. With the central library in Chicago and three regional sites in Peoria, Rockford and Urbana, LHS is in a unique position to understand and provide for the information needs of students and faculty, of users on and off campus, and of urban and rural health professionals. LHS is the largest library devoted to health sciences in the Midwest and is one of the largest health sciences libraries in the country. The library has a total collection of 607,000 volumes and receives over 4,000 print and electronic journal titles in the health sciences field. LHS also serves as the Regional Medical Library for ten Midwestern states under a contract awarded by the National Library of Medicine.

University Computing Resources

The Academic Computing and Communications Center (ACCC) supports the educational and research needs of the UIC community by providing a variety of computing, networking and telecommunication services. ACCC runs the campus network and the telephone system and offers a number of services, including Internet access, public computer labs, electronic mail, computer consulting, instructional technology support, teaching and learning servers, Web publishing, site-licensed software, microcomputer repair, LAN support, supercomputing support, network security and videoconferencing services.

The ACCC provides the following services for use by all UIC faculty, students and staff without charge:

- Public personal computer labs and instructional facilities, including both PCs and Macs in the labs, all connected to the ADNii network and to the ACCC’s local area network;

- Instructional support/consulting: weekly free courses on computer topics and free general consulting on issues related to the ACCC systems, the ADNii network, microcomputing and electronic mail. In addition, instructional support is provided to faculty who wish to integrate computers and computing into their courses.

School of Public Health Resources

Two buildings provide modern, well-furnished, well-equipped teaching, research, conference, interview and study facilities for faculty, students, staff and community groups and organizations.

The Office of the Dean and the school’s administration, the Community Health Sciences Division, the Epidemiology and Biostatistics Division, and the Health Policy and Administration Division are housed in the School of Public Health building located at 1603 West Taylor Street.  The 1603 West Taylor (School of Public Health-Psychiatric Institute or SPHPI) building provides 127,000 square feet and offers an auditorium, a multi-purpose activity room for special events, a parenting room, interview rooms, the Paul Q. Peterson Study Center, the Alan W. Donaldson Student Lounge and a cafe.

The Environmental and Occupational Health Sciences Division faculty, classrooms and laboratories are housed in the School of Public Health building at 2121 West Taylor Street (School of Public Health-West or SPHW) which includes approximately 80,000 square feet. The division has 10,500 square feet of laboratory space for teaching and research. Laboratory capabilities include biochemical and cellular analyses; gas and liquid chromatography and mass spectrometry; particle and aerosol analyses; particulate, chemical and noise measurement; weather and air pollution monitoring, and water quality and trace metal analysis. The division’s computer laboratory allows access to extensive university resources via the UIC mainframe.

The Institute for Health Research and Policy Centers, located at 1747 West Roosevelt Road, provides 36,500 square feet for research, teaching, conference and focus group facilities.
SPH Computer Resources

All faculty and staff in SPH have desktop computers in their offices and are connected to the Internet and wide area network. In addition, faculty have access to Novell and NT servers through local area networks. Once students have UIC identification cards and their unique computer accounts, they have access to the SPH computer labs, located in the two School of Public Health buildings, as well as to the Academic Computing and Communications Center computer labs across the campus. The auditorium and major conference rooms are equipped for teleconferencing.
