How do you want to get the mandatory course books!

Some course books are mandatory. You are welcome to order the books yourself. But based on the experience of the last years, we know that often these books are not available in many developing countries even though a bookstore promises to get them. 

We strongly suggest that you have us ship the books to you! You will need to reimburse us for the cost of the books and of shipping and taxes. This is only a service for you; we are not making any profit from providing the books. If you are in doubt and not sure if you can get the books in time, we strongly suggest that you have us send the books to you.  

When shipping books, you have to pay for shipping and for the import taxes of the country. Import taxes depend on the country regulations and can vary from 60 to 100 USD. Shipping also varies between 50 and 150 USD depending on the country and the exact location in the country. For shipments outside the USA, we therefore decided to charge the average cost and not the actual cost.    The costs of books and of shipping plus taxes are:
